Also the “Twister” - a high 
speed slide which twists and turns, and includes a fall into a crater - leaving you 
feeling quite dizzy! 

Sand Yachting  – Bertrand Lambert leads a highly experienced and motivated 
team and is, himself, 5 times world sand yachting champion and holder of the 
world speed record (151,55 Km/h). A sport governed by the wind. One day 
athleticism is required, the next, finesse and a gentle touch.

Golfing  
Well-known as one of France’s major golfing complexes, the Golf du Touquet is 
the jewel of the Côte d’Opale. It offers a choice of three golf courses (2 x 18 
holes, 1 x 9 holes) where golfers can enjoy an exceptional environment. 

“La Forêt”  course (5659 m, PAR 71) was designed by Horace Hutchinson and 
inaugurated in 1904. The course is laid out in Le Touquet’s superb pine grove 
and its calm and friendly atmosphere offers players of all levels a pleasurable 
and relaxing experience 

 
”Parcours de la Mer”  (6275 m-PAR 72), designed by Harry Colt, was 
inaugurated more recently in 1931. This course can be likened to a genuine 
Scottish links and has been chosen on several occasions for the French Open 
and the Amateur Championships of France. For more than 60 years it has been 
the source of Golf du Touquet’s international reputation. Mainly sculpted around 
the rugged and wind-swept dunes of the Coast, the course offers its golfers a 
magnificent landscape. 

 
”Le Manoir ” course (2817 m-PAR 35), designed by Bill Baker and opened in 
1994 is ideal for all golfers at a beginner’s level or who wish to perfect their 
swing. This 9-hole course presents the golfer with all the most likely difficulties 
and particular situations of the game. It is also used for teaching and has been 
designed for initial grading purposes and for golfers to obtain their green card. 

 
Golf du Touquet also offers a driving range (capacity 30 stations, of which 20 are 
covered), a putting green, a pitching green and a Club House with bar and

Real Estate 
Le Touquet has a reputation as the most elegant holiday resort of northern 
France - the playground of rich Parisians, with many luxury hotels. The resort 
was created in 1876 by the owner of the Paris newspaper, Le Figaro. Then this 
was an area of wild sand dunes and forest - part of a hunting estate. It became 
known as “Paris by the sea”, and strict building regulations encouraged the most 
talented architects to create imaginative and innovative developments. 

In 1903, a British syndicate bought the land, and set out to sell properties to the 
rich from across the English Channel. 
In the 1920s Noel Coward and the 
‘smart set’ from England spent 
weekends here, and commissioned 
more outstanding villa designs 
echoing traditional and ultra-modern 
domestic styles. Today the town 
tourist office offers organised trails to 
see outstanding examples of 19th and 
20th century domestic architecture, 
which are now preserved and 

protected.
